Potential Show Soloists:  The original deadline for soloist applications was last Sunday, January 25.  Due to the snow and 
all the havoc that folks had to deal with, I have extended the deadline to THIS Sunday, February 1, 2026.  Completed 
applications MUST be returned to me either by hand or via email (tnordle@aol.com) NO later than 9:00 pm 2/1/2026.  
Remember that I use your application info to put your bio in the program book.  Be sure to complete it thoroughly and 
accurately.  COACHES skating solos:  I only need the APPLICATION completed – no essay – but it is DUE on February 1! 

   
Again, due to the snow and the fact that not everyone got the info, 
we will take photos for Ice Den skaters on Saturday, 1/31/26, at the Ice Den at the JFK on Sunday, 2/8/2026.  Skaters 
should have hair neatly tied back or in a bun.

• Program Book Photos – Saturday, 1/31/26 at the Ice Den and on Sunday, 2/8/26 at the JFK 
• Mandatory Dress Rehearsals will be held as listed below.  All show skaters must attend both days/rehearsals! 

o Saturday, 3/21/26 from 4:00 – 7:00 pm @ JFK, and – Sunday, 3/22/26 from 12:10 - 1:50 p.m. @ JFK! 
o Ice Revue, 2026 – “City Life!” -  Two shows! :  1:00 p.m. & 7:00 p.m. @ the JFK Coliseum 
o Both Sat and Sun skaters must attend dress rehearsals on 3/21 and 3/22; both are at the JFK Coliseum  
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
